A GOOD PLACE TO START

The John Wesley Powell Memorial Museum
is a great place to stop when you get into town to
acquaint yourself with the region. The museum pays
homage to the great explorer Major John Wesley
Powell. Within the museum, there are sketches,
photos, and other memorabilia of Powell’s epic Colo-
rado River voyages in 1869 and 1871. There are also
unique collections of Native American and pioneer
artifacts and exhibits that focus on the geology of
the canyons cut by the Colorado and the history and
development of Page.

WATER RECREATION
Many visitors to Page rent houseboats to enjoy
exploring Lake Powell’s towering red rock forma-
tions, private side canyons, and beaches- not to
mention all of the water recreation! Lake Powell offers
fishing, swimming, water skiing/wake boarding,
kayaking, jet skiing, and snorkeling. Houseboats are
available to rent year round and vary in size from 59’
feet to 75" feet. They come fully equipped with the
luxuries of home (or better): flat screen TV’s, state-of-
the-art kitchens, private staterooms, canopied decks,
waterslides, gas barbecues, and some even include a
top-deck hot tub. Guest can even preorder groceries
or gourmet pre-packaged meals.
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Smooth water float trips offer a great way to see
the Colorado River. Float downstream 15 miles from
Glen Canyon to the historic Lees Ferry as a skilled
guide tells the story of the area’s sandstone cliffs,
crystal waters, abundant wildlife, former inhabitation
by native cultures, exploration by Major John Wesley
Powell, and the Colorado River's modern role in the
Southwest’s water and power delivery system. There

is even a stop at ancient Native American petroglyphs.

The half-day tour is a great tour for the entire family.

FROM A DIFFERENT VIEW

Want to see the Lake from a different perspec-
tive? Air tours provide the opportunity to soar over
Lake Powell and Rainbow Bridge and witness its
colorful towering rock formations from a bird’s eye
view! Another unique tour is a Hot Air Balloon Ride
over Lake Powell. Experience the stillness of the Lake
while experiencing a new perspective of the lake.

FESTIVALS

Throughout the year Page has lots of fun and
exciting festivals for visitors to attend including the
acclaimed Balloon Regatta where 50+ balloons take
off and fill the sky over Page. Make sure to check
the calendar when you visit to see what festivals are

happening!
